VACATION CARE FEES

$90:00 per day (Less your Childcare Subsidy)

CWPS Vacation Care Program operates under the Commonwealth
Covernments Childcare Subsidy Scheme. Please ensure that you are registered
with my.gov.aud to be able to claim the CCS, otherwise you will be charged full
fees. Please note that the Child Care Subsidy (CCS) payment amount may vary
after the payment has been processed, and if we reguire any additional fees,
they will be deducted after the vacation care period.

Once your fes staterment has been issued, your direct debit payment will be
processed including the incursion fees.

To ensure your child can participate in wacation care, please ensure that all
payments are made before the start date. Unfortunately, if payment is not
received by the due date, your child may not be able to attend.

In the event of an unsuccessful Direct Debit payment, you may incur a fee of
%19.95 from Debit Success. To prevent any charges, please ensure there are
sufficient funds in your account before the payment date.

Direct Debit payment will be deducted from your account on Friday 4% July.

ENROLMENT PROCESS

To secure a place at the Vacation Care Program you must return your Booking
Form with your Child's completed enrolment form.

PLEASE NOTE: Current OSHC families are not required to complete a new child
enrolment form. We only request you complete the booking form stating
which days you would like your child to attend.

Your booking will only be confirmed once you receive a confirmation email and
fees have been paid.

Enrolments Close Monday 30th June.

MEDICAL CONDITIONS

The Vacation Care Program requires Medication, Action Plans and Risk
Minimisation for any child who has a medical condition including, Anaphylaxis,
Asthma, Epilepsy, Diabetes or food allergies.

Daily medication require a completed student medication form.

Your child will be unable to attend on the day if the above documentation and
medication is not supplied or complete.

WHAT TO BRING

All students are required to bring sufficient amount of snacks, lunch, drink
bottle.

We recommmend that children wear suitable clothing for an active day, which
means comfortable clothes. Please label all belongings. It is recommended to
pack your children a spare change of clothes on days with water based
activities. The Program will provide a light breakfast (Cereal and toast) and
afternoon tea. Please be mindful we have children with nut allergies.

Excursions /Incursions

If your child is scheduled for a day featuring water-based activities, kindly
ensure they have a set of extra clothes with them.

If vour child or children are registered for a day when we have an incursion,
please be at OSHC by 10am to ensure your child will be able to experience the
full incursion.

SEAL provides personalised teaching and learning through a program, across Years
7-9, that meets the needs of gifted and talented learmers. The program provides
stimulating learning experiences that challenge, extend and develop the gifts and
talents of students by offering acceleration and enrichment. The SEAL program at
Pascoe Vale Girls College offers a faster paced curriculum with the opportunity to
study concepts in greater depth. There is an emphasis on higher order thinking and
learning skills. SEAL students are expected be part of the school's instrumental
music program including the orchestra in Years 7&8. In Year 10, SEAL students have

the opportunity to accelerate their studies further by completing two VCE subjects

earlier than their peers, which allows them to maximise their ATAR for tertiary entry.

Students who wish to be
considered for this program are required to sit an entrance
test administered by Edutest (a fee applies). Registrations
can be made through the link on the website.
